GDF SUEZ apner bygg for base- og logistikktjenester i Florg

GDF SUEZ E&P Norge AS apnet torsdag 18. mars nytt bygg for base- og logistikktjenester pa
Fjord Base i Florg.

Den offisielle dpningen av kontor- og lagerbygget ble gjort av lederen av Stortingets energi- og
miljgkomite, Erling Sande, som ogsa representerer Sogn og Fjordane pa Stortinget, Jean-Marie
Dauger, Executive Vice-President for GDF SUEZ gruppen og Terje Overvik, adm. direktar i
GDF SUEZ E&P Norge AS.

Bygget vil spille en viktig rolle i driften av Gjga-feltet. GDF SUEZ overtar i oktober 2010
operatgransvaret i driftsfasen av feltet fra utbyggingsoperatgr Statoil.

Forsyninger og helikoptertransport til Gjga-feltet skal ga fra Florg.

Fra nybygget i Florg skal man sgrge for en sikker, optimal og effektiv logistikk for Gjga-feltet.
GDF SUEZ' personell pd basen skal levere tjenester innen innkjgp, materialadministrasjon,
forsyning til feltet, lufttransport og personellkoordinering.

Det 2470 kvm. store nybygget representerer en investering pa over 34 millioner kroner. Fjord Base
AS er byggherre, mens GDF SUEZ E&P Norge er langsiktig leietaker; 20 ar.

GDF SUEZ og Fjord Base arbeider med & fa reist hall og verksted for oppbevaring og vedlikehold av
undervannsutstyr for Gjga-feltet. Dette skal sta ferdig i 2010.

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GDF SUEZ opens base and logistics services building in Florg

Thursday 18 March GDF SUEZ E&P Norge AS opened a new base and logistics services
building at Fjord Base in Florg.

The office and storage building were officially opened by Chairman of the Norwegian Parliament
Standing Committee on Energy and the Environment, Erling Sande, who also represents the county
of Sogn og Fjordane in Parliament, and Jean-Marie Dauger, Executive Vice-President of GDF SUEZ
and Terje Overvik, Managing Director of GDF SUEZ E&P Norge AS.

The building will play an important role in the operation of the Gjga field. In October 2010
GDF SUEZ will take over operatorship for the production phase of the field from development
operator Statoil.

Supplies and helicopter transportation to Gjga field will depart from Florg.

The new Florg facilities will provide safe, optimal and efficient logistics for the Gjga field. GDF SUEZ
personnel on the base will deliver services in procurement, materials management, supply to the
field, air transport and personnel coordination.

The 2740 sgm. new building represents an investment of more than 34 million NOK. Fjord Base AS
is the builder, with GDF SUEZ E&P Norge as a long-term tenant; 20 years.

GDF SUEZ and Fjord Base are going to raise an additional building containing a workshop for
maintenance of subsea equipment for the Gjga field. This building will be completed in 2010.

“2010 is a very important year for our company, as we will become the operator of a large field on
the Norwegian continental shelf. With the opening of our new base and logistics services buildings,
we are establishing a long-term presence in Florg. The Gjga field will open a new hub in the North
Sea for long-term development, providing good opportunities for GDF SUEZ as an operator and for
Florg as an oil and gas community,” says Terje Overvik, Managing Director of GDF SUEZ E&P
Norge AS.
