GDF SUEZ E&P Norge AS har i dag, fredag 26. mars, signert kontrakt med rederiet O.H.
Meling & Co AS for et dedikert forsyningsfartagy (PSV - Platform Supply Vessel) for daglig
forsyning til Gjga-feltet.

For a sikre den best fleksible og stabile lgsningen har GDF SUEZ besluttet & ha eget
forsyningsfartagy ut fra selskapets base i Flor@. Fartgyet vil bli satt inn i reguleer drift fra GDF SUEZ
overtar operatgransvaret for Gjga-feltet i oktober 2010.

Nybygget "Siddis Supplier” (design VS 470 MK II) leveres til rederiet i sommer fra Severney
Shipbuilding i St. Petersburg, Russland. Baten er pa 3350 dgdvekttonn med et lastedekksareal pa
640 kvadratmeter og er bygd og sertifisert etter nyeste tekniske krav til forsyningsskip for bruk i
Nordsjgen.

Den langsiktige kontrakten er pa atte ar med opsjon pa tre ars forlengelse. Kontrakten ble vunnet i
sterk konkurranse med andre rederier/fartayer.

Supply vessel to the Gjga field

GDF SUEZ E&P Norge AS has today, Friday 26 March, signed a contract with O.H. Meling &
Co AS shipping company for a dedicated supply vessel (PSV - Platform Supply Vessel) for
daily supply of the Gjga field.

To ensure a highly flexible and stable solution, GDF SUEZ has decided to charter its own supply
vessel to the company base in Florg. The vessel will be put into regular operation as soon as GDF
SUEZ takes over operatorship for the Gjga field in October 2010.

The brand new vessel "Siddis Supplier” (design VS 470 MK 1) will be delivered to the shipping
company from Severney Shipbuilding in St. Petersburg, Russia this summer. The vessel is 3350
deadweight tons with a cargo deck area of 640 square metres, and is built and certified to the latest
technical requirements for North Sea supply ships.

The long-term contract is for eight years with an option for a three-year extension. The contract was
won in strong competition with other shipping companies/vessels.

- A new supply ship reinforces base operations in Florg with increased flexibility and capacity, and
underlines our long term presence, said Managing Director Terje Overvik, GDF SUEZ E&P Norge
AS. Any spare capacity can be offered to other operators in the Gjga area.

Shipowner Olav H. Meling is very pleased about signing this long-term contract with GDF SUEZ. He
is looking forward to a challenging and trusting cooperation with the charterer: - The contract is
important for our shipping company and its owners. It ensures a charter for our newbuilding "Siddis
Supplier" and secures jobs for employees at sea and on land.
